QS0-19-10-NH SPECIALIZED INFECTION PREVENTION AND CONTROL TRAINING FOR
NURSING HOME STAFF IN THE LONG-TERM CARE SETTING IS AVAILABLE

Dear Nursing Facility/Home Administrator:

This letter is to inform you the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) and the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) collaborated on the development of a free
on-line training course in infection prevention and control for nursing home staff in the long-term
care setting. CMS released information about the training in a memorandum,

Healthcare-associated infections can result in considerable harm or death for residents in long-
term care facilities and increased costs for the healthcare system. Growing concerns over
infection control issues in facilities led to the revised requirements for participation, phased in
over a 3-year period between 2016 and 2019.

Effective November 28, 2019, the final phase of the new requirements includes specialized
training in infection prevention and control for the individual(s) responsible for the facility's
Infection Prevention and Control Program (IPCP).

The recently released training provides approximately 19 hours of continuing education credits
in 23 modules and submodules. A certificate is available upon completion of all modules and
passing a post-course exam. The "Nursing Home Infection Preventionist Training Course" is
located on CDC's TRAIN website:

This course will provide specialized training in infection prevention and control, but does not
guarantee compliance with the requirements of infection control requirements. The
has more information about requirements.
