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1 Accessing county information
A set of views have been created for the counties to access client data such as demographics, residence history, etc. Counties will have access to clients who are currently residing in their county or had resided in their county at some point in time. Counties will also have access to clients’ data for clients they have served (no matter what county they resided in) and for clients with a referral to their county (again no matter what county they reside in).
