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TANF/WorkFirst Program

This section summarizes the Temporary Assistance for
TANF an d Needy Families (TANF) and WorkFirst caseload for SFY
WorkFirst 2010. Unless otherwise noted, both federally funded TANF

and state-funded State Family Assistance (SFA) cases are
reported in this section.

Highlights:

A Washington Stated SANF/SFA average monthly
caseload increased 14.15% to 64,448 in SFY 2010 from a
monthly average of 56,456 in SFY 2009.

A The average payment per case in SFY 2010 was $449.34
which is $ 1.75 more than the average in SFY 2009 of
$447.59.

A While increasing in actual numbers, child-only cases
decreased to an average of 36.3% of the total TANF
caseload in SFY 2010, compared to an average of 38.1%
in SFY 2009.

A The average monthly proportion of one-adult cases was
slightly higher in SFY 2010 (53.5%) compared to SFY
2009 (52.6%).

A Two-adult cases increased to an average of 10.1% of the
TANF caseload in SFY 2010 compared to 9.3% in SFY
20009.

A An average of 5,263 (11.18%) TANF/SFA clients were
employed each month in SFY 2010, compared to 4,602
(11.5%) TANF/SFA clients employed each month in SFY
20009.

A The average monthly proportion of TANF cases with
adults in sanction status was 7.0% in SFY 2010,
compared to 5.6% in SFY 2009.

A In June 2010, the demographics of the adult TANF clients
were:
