Abstract

Aberdeen's FAST Program is providing prevention services to youths and their families in two Aberdeen elementary schools in
Year One and six schools in Years Two and Three, and close to 150 youths and their families. Families are targeted to work on
preventing substance abuse problems in youth. The program will implement prevention services to reduce the assessed risk
factor of having academic problems in school and of alcohol and tobacco use at an early age. Parents will be provided
education and skills to learn how to supervise their children's activities and to communicate and support their children in school.

Youths in Grades 4 through 6 will be provided with after-school recreation, skill building, and tutoring. By targeting families
and beginning prevention services in grade school, the project leaders hope that three-fourths of the youth will make a
commitment to avoid using alcohol, tobacco, and marijuana.

The project anticipates providing substance abuse prevention services to close to 180 youths and their families (30 in Year 1)
over the course of the project.
