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Purpose 
 
This policy delegates authority from the secretary of the Department of Social and Health Services 
to the office of fraud and accountability and the Aging and Long-Term Support Administration to: 
 

• Issue subpoenas for records; 
• Administer oaths; and 
• Take client testimony. 

 
Scope 
 
This policy applies to the following areas of DSHS: 
 

• Office of fraud and accountability in Facilities, Finance, and Analytics Administration. 
• Aging and Long-Term Support Administration. 

 
Policy Requirements 
 

A. The director and deputy director of the office of fraud and accountability are delegated 
the authority to issue subpoenas for records, administer oaths, and take testimony.  

 
B. The directors of the following divisions within the Aging and Long-Term Support Administration 

are delegated the authority to issue subpoenas for client records only:
